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This coastal Pinot Noir comes from a stunning vineyard 

owned by the Nobles family. Located on the crest of a 

remote ridge ten miles from the Pacific, sea shells can be 

seen in the marine sedimentary soils. And while this 

region of Goldridge soils has seen a recent surge of 

interest, the Nobles vines are older, planted nearly 45 

years ago from heritage selections that preceded 

modern clones.

A classic Nobles Pinot Noir, the 2023 shows aromas of 

cranberry and pomegranate fruits accented by cola, 

earth, and tarragon notes. The texture is silky and 

evocative, medium-dry with an extended finish. 20 

barrels produced.
